Creating a Continent with Its Landforms


For this assignment you will create a continent with landforms and water features you have been learning about. Follow each step in order. This assignment is worth 45 points total!
Making Your Map:

A. On one piece of graph paper you will create your fictional continent. It must meet the following minimum requirements:

· The continent can be anywhere on the globe, but must cover at least 30( of latitude (N to S) and 40( of longitude (E to W). The degrees must be clearly labeled along the sides of your map. Each line should represent one degree.

· The Equator and Prime Meridian must run somewhere through your map.  However, they do not necessarily have to be labeled except at the edge of your map with a simple 0°.

· Must have at least 3 major mountain ranges (1 on coastline, 1 inland, 3rd can be either), 2 lakes, 2 oceans, and 4 rivers. 
· You must also have at least one of each landform and water feature listed on your 1st note sheet.
· EXTRA CREDIT: You may include other physical features you know about that are not included on the 1st note list such as deserts, volcanoes, coral reefs, swamps, etc. You will receive 1 pt for each up to 5 pts maximum.

· Use symbols if necessary to represent features such as an oasis, waterfalls, coral reefs, etc.

B. Each physical feature should be named with both a proper name and the type of physical feature it is (i.e., Coconut Archipelago, Emerald Peninsula, Cape of Death, Swamp of No Return, etc., etc.) and then neatly drawn on the map and labeled.

C. The map should be neatly colored as you would any physical map. 

· Blue: all water features, remember you can out line the oceans.

· Yellow: deserts if any

· Orange: plateaus

· Brown: mountains or hills

· Brown w/ red: volcanoes

· Green: everything else

D. Map should also include all the items found on a regular map:

· title

· key (legend) that includes all the symbols and colors.
· compass rose

· scale
